All exhibits must be produced, selected and arranged by the exhibitor. Entries failing to comply
with the Exhibitors Handbook requirements will be disqualified.

The committee, judge or fair management reserves the right to reject any and/or all exhibits they
deem are not desirable, nor properly entered or are of undesirable quality. Placing will be
awarded on the basis of quality of the exhibit and the decision of the judge will be final.

A person shall make only one entry per class (except in open cattle, sheep, poultry and rabbit
classes, where 2 placings per class per breed, per exhibitor are allowed for adult divisions). In
group and pair classes only 1 entry is allowed per exhibitor. Exhibitors must furnish their own
feed and bedding for animals.

EXHIBITOR STANDARDS: The Fair is an educational activity. Positive social behavior,
good sportsmanship and cooperation are encouraged. It is recognized that in classes of livestock,
exhibitors have standards of dress, which have been accepted by the industry; examples are slacks
(not dungarees), skirts and dresses of plain white or khaki. Farm or other names on clothing will
not be allowed in the show ring. Exhibitors not conforming to the dress code will forfeit all
premiums. All exhibitors (including group classes) in the show ring must be in show clothes. No
shorts or bathing attire will be allowed. A solid, durable shoe must be work at all times. No
sandals, sneakers, clogs or bare feet will be allowed. All exhibitors must have footwear on at all
times in the barn area.

All reasonable precautions will be taken by the Society for the safe keeping of animals and articles
entrusted to its care, but all exhibits are received upon the condition that: The Society shall not
be responsible for any loss or damage, that may occur to animals or articles on exhibit for
any reason. Exhibitors, contestants, and/or participants agree to be solely responsible for any
loss, injury to, damage done, occasioned by arising from any exhibit, equipment, animal or person
and to defend and indemnify the Society and management thereof against all claims and liability
in regard thereto. In view of this understanding, exhibitors, contestants and/or participants may
deem it advisable to obtain appropriate liability insurance.

In case of inclement weather, lack of attendance, or other uncontrollable condition making it
necessary, the Society will pay premiums on a pro-rata basis.

No alcoholic beverages will be allowed on the grounds. Exhibitors caught drinking
or intOxicated will be automatically disqualified.

Please use your full name, no nick names, address, phone number and zip code on your entry
forms. Check returned to us because of insufficient address or wrong address will be
forfeited. All animal exhibitors are required to provide their social Security
number. Failure to provide said number will result in forfeit of all premiums.

In paying premiums, no evidence of awards will be recognized except the entry book properly

Out of State Animals
1. All animals entering the Commonwealth from out of state must be accompanied by a currently valid health
certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or
contagious disease and exposure from such disease. These certificates must be available upon request to fair
inspectors.

e 2. Health certificates must be dated Jan. 1, 2008 or later. These documents will be acceptable for the entire
fair season in Massachusetts.

e Poultry

e 1. No poultry will be admitted to the fairgrounds until individually inspected.

e 2. All poultry must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: infectious bronchitis, coryza,
pullorum-thyphoid, fowl-pox, external parasites, and laryngtrachetis.

e 3 Each bird must be accompanied by written proof (ID card ot test report) that the breeding flock was blood
tested negative for pullorum-thyphoid within one year prior to entry date.

e 4. Birds from quarantined states will not be permitted entry.

e 5. All birds over 16 weeks of age as of Jan. 1, 2007 shall be individually leg banded with a state leg band. This
includes out of state exhibitors.

e 6. No bird vaccinated for laryngtrachetis within 30 days of the fair will be admitted. Cattle, Goats and
Canids (llamas, etc.) and Cervidae (deer)

e 1. All animals entering Massachusetts fairgrounds from out of state or within the state must be accompanied
by a valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian, certifying that the animals are clinically free
of infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such disease. These certificates must be made
available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates must be dated Jan. 1, 2007 or later. These
documents will be accepted for the entire fair season in Massachusetts.

e 2. All of the above must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: foot rot, mange, pink eye,
ringworm, warts, and cow pox.

e 3. Inaddition, all goats must be free of visual evidence of sore mouth and scrapie exposure.

e 4. Blue tongue testing is required for Llamas originating from outside the Commonwealth. Exception:

e 5. While not required, it is strongly recommended, that all cattle be currently vaccinated for. rabies

e Swine

e 1. All animals entering Massachusetts fairgrounds from out of state or within the state must be accompanied

by a valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free

of infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such disease. These certificates must be made
available upon request to fair inspectors. Health certificates must be dated Jan. 1, 2007 or later. These
documents will be accepted for the entire fair season in Massachusetts.

2. Swine must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: erysipelas, atrophic rhinitis, and mange.
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3. No person shall import into Massachusetts from outside the state any swine which have been pseudorabies
vaccinated. MGL ¢.129ss14E.

4. No person shall import into Massachusetts swine from Stage 1 or Stage 111 Pseudorabies states.

5. All swine shall originate from qualified pseudorabies free herd, or monitored herd in qualified
pseudorabies free states only.

Sheep

1. Sheep entering a Massachusetts fairgrounds must have a valid health certificate signed by an accredited
veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure
from such disease. These certificates must be made available upon request to fair inspectors. Health
certificates must be dated Jan. 1, 2007 or later. These documents will be accepted for the entire fair season in
Massachusetts.

2. No sheep will be allowed entry from flocks in which Scrapies has been diagnosed or in which animals are
under surveillance for Scrapie during the previous 18 months.

3. No sheep will be permitted entry from flocks in which sore mouth has existed or in which sore mouth
Vaccine has been administered in the previous 60 days.

4. Sheep must be free from visual evidence of foot rot, sore mouth, pink eye, and ringworm.

Equine

1. All equines entering a Massachusetts fairgrounds must have a valid health certificate signed by an
accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and
exposure from such disease. These certificates must be made available upon request to fair inspectors. Health
certificates must be dated Jan. 1, 2007 or later. These documents will be accepted for the entire fair season in
Massachusetts.

2. All equines must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: Atrophic mange, ringworm, soring,
and strangles.

3. All equines originating from within and outside of the Commonwealth must have a negative USDA
approved EIA test dated within 12 months of entry.

4. While not required, it is strongly recommended that all equines be vaccinated for rabies.

Rabbits

1. Rabbits must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: Snuffles, wet tail, skin and ear
infections.

Dogs and Gats

1. All dogs and cats must be free of visual evidence of the following diseases: Kennel cough, distemper,
hepatitis, parvo, and mange (dogs).

2. All Massachusetts dogs and cats and those originating from out of this state must have a valid vaccination
certificate for rabies.
